ACROS Gymnastics Booster Club Standing Rules

1. MEMBER:  The USAG # fee must be paid by June 15 of each year as well as the $60 AGBC dues by June 15 of each year (reduced rate applies to Level 3 competitors only), in accordance with his or her designated level in order to be a member of the booster club.  If a member has not paid such dues & fees, they will not receive USAG numbers.  A member in “good standing” is one who has met all financial obligations as prescribed in the Bylaws & Standing Rules.  In the event the member becomes delinquent in dues, commitments, or other fees, their membership will be revoked.  Entry fees will not be submitted for gymnasts whose commitment fees are not paid in full by the designated date.  He or she will be ineligible to participate in fundraising and their child will no longer be eligible to compete.  Membership status can be restored as soon as all financial obligations are current.

2. Exhibition gymnasts will pay membership dues and advanced estimated coaching expenses before an exhibition as prescribed by booster club.

3. The meet expenses will be pro-rated based on committed amounts for that level.  Fundraising for entry fees and pro-rated expenses are permitted.

4. All competing gymnasts must have their financial commitment met to be paid in installments on or before July 31, August 31, September 30, October 31, November 30, & December 31 of the competition year.  Subject to the gymnast quitting for any reason on or before September 15 of that competition year, the gymnast is entitled for a full refund for any money paid to the booster club, less the USAG # cost and the booster club dues.  Furthermore, you must provide in writing a letter to the booster club executive board regarding your decision to withdraw your child from the competitive program and booster club.

5. If a new gymnast joins the club at a later date, the gymnast will pay his or her membership dues and depending on his or her arrival date, the gymnast will pay advanced estimated expenses before a meet.  The meet expenses will be pro-rated based on committed amounts for that level.

6. In the event of an injury, a member is still required to fulfill his or her financial commitment for his or her level.  However, if an entry fee is recovered, the money will be placed in the gymnast’s personal account.  Still, the injured gymnast will not be able to recoup coaches’ expenses for the missed meets.

7. If any gymnast is unable to attend a meet for any reason, he or she must notify the Treasurer of appropriate VP at their earliest opportunity and prior to submission of entry fees if possible.

8. Once the budget for the competition year is set, there will be no additional meets paid for by the booster club.  This includes any extra qualifying meets.  All fee and expenses for Regionals will be budgeted into the Level 8, 9, and 10 commitment fees.  However, fees and expenses for Nationals will not be budgeted into the commitment fees of Levels 9 & 10.  If a gymnast qualifies for Nationals, that gymnast is responsible for any & all fees and expenses associated with that meet including coaching expenses.

9. The booster club will not pay any personal expense incurred by gymnasts for any meets.

10. In the event a gymnast tests for Elite status before a meet, he or she will pay for all expenses of that meet.  If he or she qualifies, or should an elite gymnast join the club, it is up to the executive board to determine the amount of money funded by the booster club, provided there is enough money to support the elite level.  The gymnast will pay all entry fees.  The gymnast’s commitment fee must be negotiated with the executive board.

11. At NO time can money be refunded to a member of the booster club due to the booster club’s non-profit status.  Remember, anything paid to the booster club is a donation (except membership dues).  The exceptions: see Rule #4 & Rule #6.

12. One representative from a member’s household is requested to work a minimum of two (2) sessions during any home meet and a session during general fundraisers.

13. In the event a member does not wish to continue in gymnastics, funds raised by that member will be transferred to the ACROS Gymnastics Booster Club general fund.

14. Funds raised by a member are transferable to a sibling within the ACROS Gymnastics Booster Club subject to Rule 12 above.

15. The booster club will not pay two (2) coaching expenses for one gymnast, with the exception of Elite Meets with prior booster club approval.

16. The booster club will not pay for two (2) coaching expenses for compulsory meets unless conflicting circumstances necessitate; for example where the levels compete simultaneously in different areas or the number of competing gymnasts necessitate two (2) coaches.  However, the booster club will pay for two (2) coaches expenses at optional meets.

17. Coaches’ expenses- reimbursements for transportation, lodging, food allowances, and session fees will be paid within the following guidelines and as funds become available:  NOTE:  AGBC Travel Director will make ALL hotel and flight arrangements based on best available cost and host hotel costs

a. Transportation:  personal vehicle usage will be reimbursed at the current rate consistent with the Indiana State transportation Cabinet.  If deemed the most cost effective method or otherwise approved by the Executive Committee, rental car or airfare arrangements and payment will be made but only through the designated AGBC Travel Director or booster club has the right to refuse reimbursement.  If a meet is more than 5 driving hours away, airline tickets may be purchased by the AGBC Travel Coordinator

b. Lodging:  hotel to be booked by the AGBC Travel Coordinator and not to exceed the cost of the meet’s designated host hotel(s).

c. Food allowance:  $40.00 per diem

d. Session fees will be paid to the coaches for each session worked at a rate agreed upon by coaching staff and the exec committee

e. No expense reimbursements will be made without valid receipts.  The exceptions to this are the food and hotel receipts since a set amount is given in each of those categories (though with hotels, the AGBC Travel Coordinator will attempt to prepay the hotel using the booster club account debit card).  All applicable receipts must be turned into the Treasurer no later than seven (7) calendar days after the meet during which the expenses occurred.  In the event that the receipts are not turned in according to this policy, those expense reimbursements are considered forfeited.

f. Upon receiving valid receipts, the booster club will reimburse the coach within three (3) calendar days.

18. Regular ACROS Gymnastic Booster Club meetings will be held as needed.  Members will be given  one week notice of each meeting.
