Tuition/Team Information

ACROS’ ability to meet our financial obligations directly depends on your timely tuition payments.

Team tuition is due on the 1st of each month.  A $15.00 late fee will be added after the 7th of each month.

Tuitions Increases
Please review the payment procedures below and ask question if anything seems unclear.
To help ensure prompt payments a late fee of $15.00 per team member will be added after the 7th of each month.  Please note that this date is firm and will not be altered.  If you are out of town or for any reason cannot pay in person, you may phone in your payment using your credit card or utilize the US mail to deliver your check into our office on or before the 7th.  Our mailing address is 333-C North Plaza East Blvd. Evansville, IN 47715.  For your convenience, we suggest using our auto debit payment system, ensuring no late fee will be added.

An important distinction must be made between ACROS Gymnastics & Dance and ACROS Booster Clubs.  Monthly tuition is paid to ACROS and is used to pay for all costs associated with regular, everyday training of our athletes.  The Booster Club is a separate, nonprofit organization consisting of and managed by you, the parents.  Revenue generated by the Booster Club is used to pay for expenses other than regular, everyday training (competitions, camps, coach’s travel/expenses etc.).

The decision to join one of our teams is a big one and reflects a significant year round family commitment.  Tuition is due on the first day of each month, regardless of attendance.  There are no make-ups or tuition adjustments due to illness, injury, vacations, camps, schedule conflicts, or the like.  Again, team is a year round commitment, with tuition due 12 months of the year.

Team tuition is based on 50 weeks of training per year, meaning you are not paying for two weeks per year. You can also expect to see some practices canceled or cut short due to holidays, competitions, rest days after long competitions, inclement weather etc.

Injured athletes are expected to participate to the extent possible.  It is usually possible to work around injuries and turn a weakness into strength by increased work on flexibility, strength or specific skills.  Please remember there is no reduction in tuition for injuries.

All tuition and competition fees must be paid in full for an athlete to participate in any special events including competitions, shows, private lessons etc.  For any unpaid balance over 30 days a payment plan must be set up with ACROS’ business office.  Any unpaid balance over 60 days will suspend your child’s training.  Exceptions to the above can be made only through advanced authorization by the ACROS business manager.  

Should your check be returned for any reason, your account will be automatically charged the amount of the check plus a processing fee of $35.00

Any tuition increase will take effect the first full month after the increase occurs.

Unacceptable behavior will not be tolerated. 

Unacceptable physical behavior means repeated acts or gestures committed by a student or group of students against another with the intent to harass, ridicule, humiliate, intimidate or harm the other student.

Including but not limited to touching, pushing, poking, hitting, tripping or throwing things at another student.

Unacceptable verbal/written behavior means a behavior that is intentionally directed towards another student that is meant to be detrimental to their mental or emotional well-being.  Including but not limited to name calling, teasing, taunting and insults.

The consequences for unacceptable behavior are as follows:

First offense the student will is given a verbal warning.  If the student chooses to continue the unacceptable behavior they will be suspended from ACROS for a period of one week.  If the behavior happens again the student will be asked to leave ACROS permanently.  Prior to the final consequence there will be a conference between ACROS staff, the parent and student.

Students and/or parents may report alleged unacceptable behavior to ACROS coaches and/or administrative staff.  All reports of unacceptable behavior will be investigated fully.  

As we all know sickness is easily spread.  Please encourage you child to wash their hands often with soap and water or use hand sanitizer.  We have three hand sanitizer dispensers located through out the gym.  Please do not send your child to the gym if they are sick.  Any child determined to be sick while at the gym will be sent home.  We would also encourage you to keep your child home for at least 24 hours after they no longer have fever without using fever reducing drugs.  

ACROS seldom closed due to inclement weather.  On the rare occasion that we do close the media will be notified.
